Feral Ponies at New Bolton Center -   
Tuesday June 9th -  6:00 PM  

Our general meeting on Tuesday, June 9th will start with a walking tour of the feral pony herd at New 
Bolton Center.  Plan to meet in the main parking lot just before 6:00 pm.  We will condense in as few 
cars as possible and then meet Dr. Sue McDonnell at the herd site.  Please note the earlier time.  We 

are meeting earlier to accommodate Dr. McDonnell.  A brief business meeting will follow the tour.  
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SPECIAL  CLINIC  ON  FRIDAY,  JUNE 12  
 

Come early to the Elk Creek CDE and take advantage of two outstanding  
clinics, with immediate application to the upcoming competition.  

 
Sara Schmitt will present the first half of the clinic, targeted to dressage.  

Participants will gather in the Preliminary Dressage Arena.  Sara will begin with the 
warm-up, stressing the importance of understanding how much warm -up the indi-

vidual horse(s) requires.  She will emphasize 
  effectively walking the dressage test, focusing on clues to accuracy. 

Developing an awareness of footing and terrain and their effect on how the horse 
and driver can best handle the course will also be covered. 

 
 

Suzy Stafford will conduct the second half of the clinic, focused on  
the cones.  Participants will move to the cones course. 

Suzy will open with the importance of walking the course and will  
 move to learning to drive the course with speed and accuracy,  

 at the driverôs level. 
 

Both clinicians are well recognized as successful advanced drivers. 
This clinic should be extremely valuable to competitors 

in the Elk Creek CDE.  It presents a wonderful opportunity 
to learn from the experts, just prior to competition, on the  

grounds of the competition!
