For those of us who get our kicks from watching lovely horses and carriages; and for 
those of us who just love to watch a spectacular horse; the Brandywine Carriage Driving Show satisfied it 
all. With picture perfect weather for a driving show, 57 horses and carriages paraded their stuff and did 
they ever have the stuff to parade!!! In the words of Susie Buchanan, what a SHOW of Excellence! Main 
ring judge Marsoe Larose had work to do placing the large and extremely competitive single horse, single 
pony and novice divisions. VSE ring judge Anne Councill had 13 VSEs between the open and novice divi-
sions in the VSE ring and judges Mary Alice Matheson and Joanne Bellion-Vance blew 57 entries through 
three cones courses in record time. The hotly contested 26-entry Ladies Turnout class was split into 
horse and pony classes with a drive off and the trophy going to Louisa N. Plummer and her fabulous Pey-
ton (Gelderlander). A very competitive drive off between all reinsmanship class winners for the Kelly Val-
des Reinsmanship Challenge trophy was won by Jim Leo with his awesome Bram (Friesan). And the 14 
entry Concours dôElegance class, a veritable whoôs who in Devon and Walnut Hill competitors was won by 
Kail Palmer-Miller with Mr.& Mrs. Ronald C. Palmerôs lovely pair of hackneys, Ambassador and Compro-
mise.  
In 2008 the Single Horse division put 16 horses in the same ring, so for 2009 a Draft Type Single Horse/
Pony division was offered to lighten the load in the single horse and pony divisions ï geared for drafts 
and draft crosses to show in light pleasure harness (either collars or breast collars), generally put to 
heavier or draft type vehicles; this division shows under ADS general pleasure driving rules. The Draft 
Type division as created is not necessarily about the build or breeding, but about the overall type of turn-
out and it worked. Sponsored by Christmas Wish Farm, the division filled with five very lovely turnouts 
and it was a pleasure to watch them perform. We look forward to seeing more of them next year.
