ASHOWI NGT7THE ROYALO - Royal Agricultural Winter Fair

The Royal Agricultural Winter Fair and

The Royal Hor se Show,
largest indoor agricultural exhibition

and international equestrian competi-

tion, were held this season from No-

vember 6 1 15, 2009 and were for-

mally opened by none other than

AfRoyal so0 Prince Charle
Duchess of Cornwall.

Participation in the coaching classes
at the Royal, known as the Green
Meadows Coaching Division, is by in-
vitation only and five coaching teams
accepted the invitation to show.

BVDC members Bill and Liz Venditta
and Roy and Ronda Munt received
their invitation to show back in early
June, and immediately began the nec-
essary preparations to make the jour-
ney to Toronto. They soon learned
that their fellow coaching competitors
would be Dr. G. R. Cormak, Marilyn

Macfarlane, Harvey and Mary Waller, and Glenn A. Werry.

The Venditta/Munt entry would be a team of imported Gelderlander Horses, Jack, John, Joss, Meister and spare,
Pete, put to a park drag built by Brewster and Company of New York in 1881 for a syndicate of the New York
Coaching Club. This coach had been beautifully restored by Ernie Schwartz and Todd Frey, and purchased from
Colonial Carriage Works of Wisconsin in 2008.

In addition to the coach, two other antique vehicles, a Roof Seat Brake and a Stanhope Phaeton, would also be
taken for afternoon four -in-hand and pairs classes.

Coaching grooms, Brian Stone of West Chester and Andrew Vaskas of St. Davids, completed the entourage.

In preparation for Toronto, the Gelderlanders were put on a daily regimen of work and conditioning insuring that

they were ifnortrog fisrhoNovember . The horses were al/l requi
tificates signed by an accredited vet, as well as a federal vet, and Coggins Tests taken within six months of the

show.

A commercial shipper, Robert Sloan Horse Transportation, was selected to transport the five horses, two smaller
carriages, harness boxes and all stable equipment. Two sets of harness were taken, a good Freedman Show Har-
ness, as well as a serviceable set of work harness. The coach traveled to Toronto in its own covered trailer.

During their stay at the Royal, the five Gelderlanders were stabled in the Horse Palace, a heated indoor facility sta-
bling hundreds of competition horses from a variety of disciplines on two levels. The Horse Palace is immediately
adjacent to the Ricoh Coliseum where the Royal Horse Show classes were held. While the Horse Palace provided
ample stabling room, with wide aisles and spacious wash stalls, it still presented a challenge to whips driving a
coach and four horses, who needed to negotiate past draft horse hitches and other entries, and through the low
and narrow entrance to the arena itself, for classes.
